lapeno margarita

starts out sweet, but
the mellow heat of fresh peppers
creeps slowly to the back of your
mouth; before long, your lips are
tingling from this smooth, spicy
alternative to the essential sum-
mer classic.

The drink was an off-the-books
special until recently, when it was
added to the restaurant’s new
cocktail menu.

Bartender Jonathan Smith, a
North Kingstown native, starts
with fresh, diced jalapenos; he
adds a homemade sweet, simple
syrup (jalapeno seeds, which are
strained from the syrup after it
has been reduced, give it a seri-
ous kick).

Next comes Milagro Reposado
tequila, followed by triple sec, a
splash of orange juice and sour
mix. The drink is shaken over ice,
and the entire rim of a traditional

margarita glass is covered in lime
juice before it'’s poured. Salt is op- o
tional.

The icy froth is refreshing, but
deceptive: About an inch of the ~
way down, a dull fire has been ig- ~
nited. But while the changing fla-
vor is decidedly peppery, it's not
too overpowering; the cold spice
is an irony perfect for the heat of
summer afternoons. A .

Expect your palate to be chal-
lenged - and if you want the
drink hotter, just ask.
